Those of you who were at the AGM this year will remember that when I was talking about our 
late friend Terence Wetherall, I was particularly emotional. I make no apologies for my 
emotion; just prior to the commencement of the AGM, Maria (Terence’s wife) told me of his 
final wish to leave the Club some money in his will.  
 
True to his word, and to our utter amazement, he left us £10,000 to be put towards a new 
and permanent home for the Club. When Maria told me this, I was quite overcome, and when 
it came to that part of my speech, forgive me, but the emotion was too much. I know I make 
this plea every newsletter almost, but please, can we all look for a suitable piece of land that 
we can: a) afford, b) build a clubhouse on and c) make a permanent home for our Obedience 
section and the rest of the Club. I hope that Terence’s bequest of £10,000 will galvanise us 
all into searching. With possible grants etc., we can increase our funds several fold, but 
nothing can start until we have a plot of land to start with. If you believe you know of anything 
suitable, can you please let any member of the Committee know so we can start the ball 
rolling.    
 
I briefly touched on the subject of Membership fees earlier in this report. In order to make a 
sensible request to the Membership at the next AGM re this topic, the Committee has asked 
me to create a “poll” of how you would like to pay membership in the future. This poll is on 
the final page of the newsletter so that it can be easily removed and given completed to 
either me, Ava or Steve. You are welcome to email your answers to me if you want. I would 
suggest the format something like Q1 – Yes; Q2 – No; Q3 DK etc. (agility@thamesdtc.co.uk).  
The Committee is very conscious of the economic climate at the moment, but still believes 
that the membership fees should be sufficient to cover the venue costs. The Committee is of 
the belief that any profits made by the Agility and Obedience shows should be used only to 
subsidise members at Social events through the year as well as the purchase of, 
maintenance and upkeep of Club equipment.  
 
For your information in making your decisions, the BCA costs for Agility have recently 
increased by approximately 15% and the costs for the Knowl Hill Obedience venue by about 
20%.  As this is a poll only, and not a vote, we would welcome comments, suggestions and 
preferences from ALL members, Full, Associate, Life and Juniors. In the case of Joint or 
Family members, please send in multiple “answers” if your opinions differ from that of other 
members in the family.  Remember, there are no “Right” or “Wrong” answers, the purpose of 
this poll is to gauge the feeling of the Members so that your Committee can work out the best 
way to make representations and recommendations to the Members at the AGM.

On a bright sunny morning on Sunday 29th April 2009, members of the Thames DTC made 
our way to Chieveley Village Hall to take part in the annual Four Counties Shield. Newbury 
DTC were hosting the event this year after winning this competition from Hampton DTC 
at Shepperton in 2008.  
 
This pre-season inter-club competition was founded a few years ago by Thames DTC to 
promote new people into the sport of competing with their dogs. Generally, it is thought that 
we don’t do enough to promote obedience to dog owners. As a thriving and popular KC 
registered club we have the opportunity to make a difference.  
 

The general idea, and purpose of the event, is to advance the interest in Obedience to as  
many dog owners as possible and encourage newcomers into obedience competition, and at 
the same time, represent their club. It may also help those who would like to start out, but just 
need that little “push” to get going. It may also help and encourage others who are already 
competing by giving them the confidence to continue with the hobby.  
 
The event is made up of four classes, Triers, Improver's, Starters and Cleverdicks  with 
two competitors in each class and four reserves. Points are awarded down to sixth place and 
the team with the most points collectively at the end of the day are the winners. 
 
Thames team was made of:- 
 
Class 1  Triers:- Jenny Harris with Lucy and Linda Strange with Simba. 
Class 2  Improver's:- Ruth Lovejoy with Toffee and Amanda Harris with Asher. 
Class 3  Starters:- Linda Strange with Hava and Mark Painter with Ellie. 
Class 4   Cleverdicks:- I made the team with Taz and Margaret Yerby with Jasper. 
 
It was a nervous start as many of our team had never been in a ring, or competed at any 
level before but we had a big support from our members and instructors. After lunch the 
results started to trickle in and we soon realised we had some stars in the making.  
 
The first result was in Triers. First place went to Jenny Harris with Lucy, then came another 



 

first with Ruth Lovejoy with Toffee in Improver's, things got even better when Mark Painter 
came first in Starters. Overall, the team from Thames won three of the four classes,  
 
The rest of the team picked up second, third and four places in all the classes. For the first 
time since this event was introduced Thames DTC have won the Four Counties Shield, what 
an achievement by all those taking part.
